Sandra had asthma, but didn’t have access to a pediatrician.

She was hospitalized ten times by the time she was eight. She had trouble staying awake
in school after sleepless nights when her symptoms were most severe. Emergency room
visits meant no continuity of care. Then Sandra visited CHF’s South Bronx Health Center
for Children and Families where she met Dr. Alan Shapiro. He helped Sandra identify
asthma triggers, prescribed medication, educated her family about asthma, and helped

them manage Sandra’s illness. Sandra has not been hospitalized since.

As Sandra’s asthma symptoms decreased, her health improved, and she excelled in
— school. For years, she continued to see Dr. Shapiro for well-child visits. His kindness and

knowledge inspired her. With Dr. Shapiro as her “role model,” Sandra began to envision
herself as a doctor. Today, Sandra is a pre-med student at New York University, the
recipient of a full scholarship. Dr. Shapiro has promised to attend her graduation.
